Dear Friends at Doyle 1,

I am doing fine here in Afghani-
stan, and keeping safe. | have been
really busy the last several months
with camp security and convoy mis-
sions. The weather is great. The tem-
perature is about 120 degrees mid-
day, and gets cold at night, with an
average of 93 degrees. We are cur-
rently in the windy season, which
feels like you are standing in front of
a hair dryer all day!

I have been informed that there
were some worries about my safety
due to recent activity. | have been
lucky. To put this in other words, |
was on the list for a mission one day
when a buddy requested that we ex-
change missions for one a few days

later. One of the trucks got hit by a
vehicle borne explosive device, the
one that | was slated for! Nobody was
injured, but | don't think 1 will ever
forget.

I will be home for fifteen days in early
August. | hope to see most of

you during that timeframe.

I was also hoping that some care
packages be sent for my team over
here. We are always in need of
shampoo, bar soap, baby wipes, any
snacks, and of course playing cards.
Anything else would be greatly ap-
preciated, and is only limited by
imagination. If anyone would like to
contact me, my email address is:
