    Despite his hard work as a 
prominent businessman, Walter 
was a member of the William 
Street Taxpayers Association, 
Past Commander of the Gierlach 
Post 1320, AMVETS 209, the

merce and Red Cross, the Polish 
Union of America, and the Father 
Justin Knights of Columbus. A 
dedicated member of the Cheekto-

waga Exempts Organization, 
Walter’s love of his community 
was only superseded by the 66 
years  of marriage to his lovely 
wife Claire and children. 

    At the age of 92, the Good 
Lord decided to call Walter into 
his Kingdom and on October 6, 
2009, Walter answered his last 
call on earth. Though you will be 
sadly missed by your family and 
friends, we thank the Lord for 
allowing Walter to be with us in 
the fire service for 67 years, as we 
have been blessed having Walter 
with us. Though he will be 
missed, we are very proud to have 
known Walter, and we pray that 
he looks over us and guides us 
from above. What is our loss, is 
God’s reward.
