Dingens Park Diamond #1 will be the 
battlefield as both teams have been 
training hard since last year’s 
breathtaking game.  The game, dedi-
cated to the memory of Vernon J. 
Callahan, who passed away July 6, 
1994, matches two formidable, hard-
fighting squads, anxious to get the 
game completed so that socializing 
and eating may commence. 

 
The game honors our late 

President and Holy Name President, 
Vernon J. Callahan, known for his 
hard work and dedication to the fire 
service and St. Josaphat community.  
Joining Doyle Hose Company #1 on 
September 12, 1966, Vern  served the 
next 28 years with great pride, dedi-
cation and honor.  Holding many of-
fices within the Company, Fire Ser-

vices and chairing many committees, 
Vern cherished time spent at Doyle 
#1 and his brother/sister firefighters.  
Being elected to the Board of Direc-
tors in 1971 was the beginning of 
Vern’s life at Doyle #1, followed by 
the Vice Presidency in 1975 and 
President in the years of 1976 and 
1977.  Changing course from admin-
istrative duties, Vern was elected 
First Aid Captain from 1987-1989 
and Chaired Doyle #1’s award win-
ning Fire Prevention Program for 7 
years.  Even with his busy schedule, 
Vern was also appointed Chairman 
of the Law, Sunshine and Recruit-
ment Committees as well as repre-
senting the Company as their dele-
gate to the Board of Fire Commis-
sioners. 

 
The fire service also reaped 

the benefits of Vern’s expertise as he 
served as a Delegate to Erie County, 
the Central Council and the South-
western, Western  and State Associa-
tions.  His untimely death on July 6th 

1994 saddened the Saint Josaphat 
and Doyle community as we not only 
lost a great leader, but a true friend!  
His name and legacy will remain for-
ever ,through this Memorial Game 
Annual rematch as we remember a 
man who dedicated his life to his 
community!

How Can I Prevent Window 

Frost? 
When freezing temps are in the fore-
cast, dot the inside of your window 
with glycerin (available at drug-
stores), then use a cloth to spread 
the dots into a thin layer that covers 
the entire window. 
Glycerine’s moisture-binding ability 
helps prevent warm, moist air from 
seeping out and forming moisture 
on the outside window pane, which 
freezes, causing the window to be-
come frosted!
