Doyle 1 to Host Spring Raffle Gala 
Doyle Hose Co. 1 
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Recently legislation 
sponsored by our own State Sena‐
tor William Stachowski went into 
effect that requires homeowners 
to have operating carbon monox‐
ide detectors in their residence. 
  The legislation known 
as “Amanda’s Law” went into ef‐
fect on January 22, 2010 and is 
named for 16‐year‐old Amanda 
Hansen of West Seneca, New York, 
who died January 17, 2009, due to 
a carbon monoxide leak from a 
defective boiler while she was 
sleeping at a friend’s house.  
  This law now requires 
all residences, both new and exist‐
ing, that replaces any appliance 
that emits carbon monoxide to 
also install a carbon monoxide 
detector . It also indicates that 
homeowners have a carbon mon‐
oxide alarm installed on the low‐
est story having a sleeping area. 
 There is also an educa‐
tional component to the legisla‐

tion by requiring retailers to post 
information for consumers on the 
dangers of carbon monoxide, and 
encourage them to recognize the 
signs and symptoms of carbon 
monoxide poisoning and install 
detectors before tragedies hap‐
pen. The goal is to prevent tragic 
accidents like Amanda's from hap‐
pening in the future 
  As I hope you all know, 
Doyle 1 carries the Masimo RAD‐
57 carbon monoxide/pulse oxime‐
ter in Emergency 7‐1. This impor‐
tant piece of equipment is able to 
help us measure the amount of 
carbon monoxide in someone’s 
blood stream without conducting 
complicated invasive procedures. 
If anyone that is interested in re‐
viewing how to operate the unit, is 
asked to please see me or one of 
the Chief officers.
